1.  Understand the BIGGER ISSUES AT WORK.

2.  Seek GOD’S WISDOM THROUGH THE HOLY SPIRIT.

       Though it cost all you have, get understanding. 

 8 Esteem her, and she will exalt you; 
       embrace her, and she will honor you.  (Proverbs 4: 7-8 NIV)
3.  Avoid doing THE SAME THING.
 14 Do not set foot on the path of the wicked 
       or walk in the way of evil men. 

 15 Avoid it, do not travel on it; 
       turn from it and go on your way. 

 16 For they cannot sleep till they do evil; 
       they are robbed of slumber till they make someone fall.  

(Proverbs 4: 14-16 NIV)

4.  Speak WORDS THAT BUILD UP OTHERS.
A gentle answer turns away wrath, 
       but a harsh word stirs up anger.  (Proverbs 15: 1 NIV)

5.  Remember, JESUS DIED FOR THEM TOO.
For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to God.  (1 Peter 3: 18 NIV)
